Art I –Functional Sculpture in Clay
Essential Outcome- Artwork Guidelines:

You will create a functional coil built clay pot. Think about the function your pot will perform. It must be at least 5” tall, but not taller than 8”, It must be taller than it is wide – NO BOWLS!! (It is too easy for the clay to get away from you and get very wide and unstable.) You must create an applied or carved pattern that travels around the entire piece – adds movement, 3 dimensionality, and texture. NO LETTERS OR NUMBERS think organic and geometric shapes and lines repeated for your pattern. You must also have something else applied, such as a handle, feet, lid, etc.
Sketches: Must have 2 different ideas drawn out for your coil pot, both may be on the same page. Must draw the pattern and applied clay on the shape of the pot. Make sure to label what function your pot will perform.
NO SKETCHES – NO CLAY!!

· Day 1 Watch the Maria Martinez video and work on your sketches.
· Day 2 Go over clay vocabulary notes. I will demo how to construct your pot using coils, showing various options for creating patterns with coils. You will start the construction of your pot.

· Day 3 - Day 5 Work on constructing your pot. It MUST be finished by the end of day 5. Come in early to get ahead; do not wait until the last minute.
Self Critique Rubric

“A” Exemplary, outstanding, superior
· Unique shape for function of pot. Imaginative pattern/design creates excitement and interest around entire form.
· Pot is taller than wide. Applied more than 1 additional piece of clay.
· Excellent Craftsmanship: The pot is exceptionally smooth. No gaps under applied pieces. Pattern carved or applied neatly and evenly.
· You worked diligently in class everyday, stayed on task and on pace.

· 3-4 complete thoughts and sentences for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique.
“B” Satisfactory, good, acceptable
· Appropriate shape for the function of your pot. Predictable pattern/design creates interest around entire form.
· Pot is taller than wide. 1 applied piece of clay fits with the function/design of the form.
· Good Craftsmanship: Mostly smooth; areas are slightly lumpy. Few gaps under applied pieces. Pattern is carved or applied neatly.
·  You made the most of class time, stayed on task and on pace.

· 1-2 complete sentences and thoughts for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique.
“C” Developing, needs improvement
· Predictable shape for the function of your pot. Pattern is uninteresting or distracting, but goes around the entire form.
· Pot is wider than tall. 1 applied piece of clay fits with the function/design of the form.
· Fair Craftsmanship: Smooth areas are fairly rough or lumpy. Several gaps under applied pieces. Pattern is lopsided/uneven.
· Did not make the most of class time, did not stay on task or on pace. Did make up time outside of class.
· Incomplete sentences and/or thoughts in your written reflection. Did not self critique.
 “D” Below average, barely acceptable
· Shape copied from resource. Pattern is missing or does not go around entire form.
· Pot is wider than tall. Applied clay is missing or does not fit function of the pot.
· Poor Craftsmanship: Smooth areas very rough, many gaps under applied pieces. Pattern is very sloppy.
· Poor use of class time; did not stay on task or on pace.  Did not make up time outside of class.
· Did not answer all items in written reflection. Did not self critique.
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Discuss the Principle(s) of Design you used in your Coil Pot and how you used them?  Discuss what Element(s) of Design you used and how you used them? 3-4 sentences.

Describe your Coil Pot.  What is the function of the piece?  What did you do to alter the surface (apply or carve) and how?  3-4 sentences.

Reflect on your progress with this artwork.  What was the most difficult part of the artwork for you?  How did you overcome it? Are you satisfied with the final product or is there something you would change/make better.  3-4 sentences.
