Art I – Illustration Watercolor Painting
Essential Outcome- Artwork Guidelines:

You will create an illustration from 4 lines of written material using watercolor and pen & ink as your media.  An Illustration visually expresses what the words are saying through images.  Your illustration must meet the following requirements:

· Find 4 lines/sentences from any written material (story book, song lyric, poem, bible verse, quote, etc). No profanity please.  There are plenty of other words out there!

· Pick your words carefully- be sure that they contain a lot of VISUAL IMAGERY or you will have a very hard time illustrating them.  You should be able to see the pictures in your head from the words that you choose. 
· Divide your Sketchbook page into 4 sections.  In 3 sections illustrate 3 different words or phrases.  In the 4th section, combine the three images into a composition 

· On a separate page, draw your final composition larger and include the words.  We read from top to bottom, left to right, so make sure the lines are arranged in order. Do not just put the words at the bottom of the page…its BORING!  Include the author’s name creatively in the composition.  
· Day 1 Look up quotes, lyrics, etc on the computer.  You must have your words by the beginning of day 2.  This is your only day on the computer for this!
· Day 2 Work on your sketches.  See above for Sketchbook directions
· Day 3 I’ll demonstrate watercolor and pen & ink techniques.  Practice in your sketchbook and the watercolor paper I provide you.  Try out the hardest part of your composition
· Day 4 Transfer your sketch to watercolor paper.  

· Day 5-7 Pen & Ink over your pencil lines.  When the ink is COMPLETELY dry, erase your pencil lines and fill in with watercolor

· 1-2 Complete sentences and thoughts for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique.
 “C” Developing, needs improvement
· Evidence of the principles of design used to create a predictable solution/composition
· Did not meet ONE requirement: 4 lines of written material, 3 visual images related to words, author’s name
· Fair craftsmanship: limited use and control of media, no evidence of color mixing
· Did not make the most of class time, did not stay on task or on pace. Did make up time outside of class.

· Incomplete sentences and/or thoughts in your written reflection. Did not complete self critique.

 “D” Below average, barely acceptable
· Little evidence of understanding the principles of design used to create composition
· Does not meet TWO requirements: 4 lines of written material, 3 visual images related to those words, author’s name
· Poor craftsmanship: no evidence of use and control of media, no evidence of color mixing
· Poor use of class time; did not stay on task or on pace.  Did not make up time outside of class

· Did not answer all items in written reflection. Did not complete self critique.
