Sculpture & Ceramics 2 – E&P Tiles: exploring decorative techniques
Artwork Guidelines: 

· You are creating 3 relief tiles that fit together and incorporate at least 3 elements and 3 principles of design. 

· You will also use the following decorative techniques on these tiles: 
· Impression – a mark produced on a surface by pressure 

· Sgraffito – decoration made on pottery or ceramic by scratching through a surface of glazing to reveal a different color underneath 

· Sponging – layering a contrasting underglaze or glaze color over another using a sponge so you can see the 1st color underneath.

· Mishima - is an inlaying technique in which the design is incised and then filled with a contrasting slip 

· 3D decoration or Bas-relief - describes sculptural forms or elements that project only slightly from the background. 
· Wax Resist - is a waxy substance used to prevent underglazes or glazes from adhering onto the clay body or a prior coating of underglaze, etc 
· All techniques, except wax resist, must be done while constructing the tiles. 
Sketchbook: 

· Sketch 2 different relief tile ideas. Select a subject that relates to you somehow.

· Your tiles must fit together, be creative with their shapes.
· Be sure to label your sketches with the elements and principles you are using.
Self Critique Rubric

 “A” – Exemplary, outstanding, superior

· Creativity/Expression: Your tiles are unique and imaginative and creatively include something about you.

· Requirements: You have included more than the required items on the tiles. See requirements above.

· Technique/Skill: Excellent construction of all tiles (very smooth surfaces, no gaps under applied items) and excellent use of the different techniques (carved shapes/lines are crisp and clean). 

· Planning: looks like the original sketches with improvements, multiple ideas were explored; best composition chosen 

· Reflection: 3-4 complete thoughts and sentences for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique.

“B”- Satisfactory, good, acceptable

· Creativity/Expression: Your tiles are nicely designed and include something about you.

· Requirements: You have included all of the required items on the tiles. See requirements above.

· Technique/Skill: Acceptable construction of all tiles (mostly smooth; some areas are slightly lumpy, few gaps under applied pieces) and good use of the decorative techniques (carved shape/lines are mostly crisp and clean).

· Planning: finished product looks like the original design, multiple ideas were explored

· Reflection: 1-2 complete sentences and thoughts for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique.

 “C” – Developing, needs improvement

· Creativity/Expression: Your tiles are predictably designed but have included something about you.

· Requirements: You have included all but 1 of the required items on the tiles. See requirements above.

· Technique/Skill: Fair construction of all tiles (smooth areas are fairly rough or lumpy, several gaps under applied pieces) and developing use of the decorative techniques (carved shapes/lines are a little blurred/rough edges). 

· Planning: Sketches not developed, minimal ideas were explored or unfinished sketches before moving to final

· Reflection: Incomplete sentences and/or thoughts in your written reflection. Did not complete self critique.

 “D” – Below average, barely acceptable

· Creativity/Expression: Your tiles are mediocre and have not included something about you.

· Requirements: You have included all but 2 of the required items on the tiles. See requirements above.

· Technique/Skill: Poor construction on all tiles (smooth areas very rough, many gaps under applied pieces) and poor use of the decroative techniques (very rough edges and smears of color inside carved shapes).

· Planning: sketches not developed did not explore different compositions, went with first idea.

· Reflection: Did not answer all items in written reflection. Did not complete self critique.
