Visual Journals - Sculpture & Ceramics 2 Honors

You need to do at least one sketch per week in your sketchbook. This should take about 30 -45 minutes. The purpose of a sketchbook is to make you look more carefully at things, use your imagination, and explore ideas and techniques that interest, challenge, and stimulate you. Full shading and details are expected if you draw out your sketches. Use of colored pencils, pen & ink, paint, collage, etc. is encouraged! You may also use your modeling clay (or create a small sculpture with your own materials) for these sketches. If you do this you must make a simple line drawing or take a photo of it and put either in your sketchbook. This is your place to experiment and grow! Remember you are only limited by your own imagination! You will also have the opportunity to give me feedback about the class weekly.

If drawn, these sketches must look like they are for sculptures/3D objects, not drawings/paintings. If doing a relief, show 2 views. – See back of this handout!
Sketchbook Assignments:

1st 9 weeks

1. Draw/create a sculpture that incorporates a rubber duckie.
2. Draw /create a sculpture with multiple (at least 5) wheel pots put together.
3. Draw/create a sculpture inspired by a famous artist. List the artist
4. Draw/create a functional pot that you might see in a futuristic kitchen.
5. Draw/create an abstract sculpture based on a manmade object. List the object.
6. Draw/create a sculpture of your choice of subject. Make sure to list the subject/inspiration.
Seniors – create a cover design for the graduation program.  Must be in pen and B&W – see examples

2nd 9 weeks

1. Draw/create a sculpture inspired by music. List the type of music
2. Draw/create a sculpture based on food. List the food.
3. Draw/create a sculpture based on an element; fire, water, air, earth, or metal.
4. Draw/create an abstract building as a pot. You must include typical building parts; door, windows, etc..
5. Draw/create a sculpture based on a sport/physical activity.
6. Draw/create a sculpture based on a part of your personality or someone close to you.
Requirements:

· One sketch that fills the page!! Date and label each entry with the topic from above. - 20 pts
· The sketch must be shaded or colored, unless otherwise noted – 20 pts
· Creativity and/or accuracy of using technique – 40 pts
· Write about your sketch or the week. Tell me about your sketch or give me feedback about the week or a combination of both. Tell me what worked this week for you, what didn’t, and how you would like to see what didn’t work changed. These must be at least 4 COMPLETE sentences. – 20 pts
Due at the BEGINNING of class Friday!!
