Visual Journals – Sculpture & Ceramics 3 Honors

You need to do at least one sketch per week in your sketchbook. This should take about 30 -45 minutes. The purpose of a sketchbook is to make you look harder and more carefully at things, use your imagination, and explore ideas and techniques that interest, challenge, and stimulate you. You will find that practice does indeed pay off and your confidence in your abilities will increase proportionally to the amount of effort and care you put into your work. Full shading and details are expected if you draw out your sketches. Use of colored pencils, pen & ink, paint, collage, etc. is encouraged! You may also use your modeling clay or create a small sculpture with your own materials for these sketches; making a quick line sketch or taking a picture as a record in your sketchbook. This is your place to experiment and grow! Remember you are only limited by your own imagination! You will also have the opportunity to give me feedback about the class weekly.

If drawn, these sketches must look like they are for sculptures/3D objects, not drawings/paintings.

Sketchbook Assignments:

· Create a drawing/model for your concentration/theme topic 

The above may be done multiple times to help get ideas for your concentration. Make sure to state what it is.

· Create a drawing/model using 1 element and 1 principle of design 

The above may be done multiple times using different E&P 

· Research a 3D artist on the internet – draw something inspired by their work

The above may be done multiple times using different artists. Make sure you list the artist name and website

· Create a drawing/model inspired by someplace specific

· Create/draw your own super hero, show him/her in action

· Create/draw a fantasy creature using only geometric or organic forms
· Create/draw a sculpture inspired by what you did or played with when you were young

· Create/draw an abstract face using forms – Picasso style

· Express a mood or feeling through appropriate colors in an abstract sculpture
· Create/draw something melting

· Create/draw a recycled material sculpture

· Create/draw a sculpture for your favorite band – list who/what it’s made for
· Create/draw a face using random everyday objects

· Create/draw a sculpture made from 5 different thrown forms

· Create/draw something in a specific art style: cubism, surrealism, impressionism, etc. List the style.
· Create/draw a sculpture with a rubber duckie.

· Create/draw a fantasy character from your favorite book – list the book

· Create/draw a caricature of someone you know – teacher, friend, parent, etc.

· Show the gradual transformation of one object into another object- example: scissors into a shark- DON”T USE THIS EXAMPLE- it was my idea!

· Bring an inanimate object to life. Will it have hands and feet, or paws and wings, or something else? 

Requirements:

· One sketch entry per week that fills the page!! Date and label each entry with the topic. - 20 pts
· The sketch must be shaded or colored, unless otherwise noted – 20 pts
· Creativity and/or accuracy of using technique – 40 pts
· Write about your sketch or the week – on the front of your sketch – Tell me about your sketch or give me feedback about the week. Tell me what worked this week for you, what didn’t, and how you would like to see what didn’t work changed. These must be at least 4 COMPLETE sentences. – 20 pts
